e Please remember that all children in attend-

ance in school must meet immunization re-
quirements of the state of Missouri.
We must have current and up to date immuniza-
tion records for all children in attendance in
school BEFORE the first day of school. If chil-
dren are to begin school on the first day the rec-
ords must have been received by the school BE-

FORE the first day.

Kindergarten students must have 2 MMR
(measles, mumps, rubella) and 2 Varicella
(chickenpox) vaccines BEFORE they begin Kin-
dergarten. If your child has a summer appoint-

ment for vaccinations, please call and let me

ceived before the first day of school
if the child is to begin school on the

first day!

ALL incoming 8th grade students are required to
have a TDaP booster BEFORE starting 8th grade.
If your child has already received this vaccine,
please bring a copy to school or have the record
faxed to us. If your child has a summer appointment
for vaccination, please call and let me know so I can
make a note of it.

If your child is new to our school, I must have a
complete and up to date vaccine record BEFORE
the first day of school. Don’t rely on your child’s

school to fax the record! Many times records are re-
ceived and no vaccination records are included.
